Unofficial Results

(North East, PA – Saturday, September 4, 2010) In the final night of racing for the 2010 season, the fans came out despite the chilly weather to see the champions of each division crowned on Championship Night. Lexi Wilson capped off a successful rookie season by taking home the championship in the Street Stock Division, Anthony Riforgiato won the Bandoleros, and Will Thomas was crowned the winner in the Plyler Overhead Door Late Models for a record third year in a row.


In the first race of the night, the Jensens Target Collision Compacts didn’t disappoint as a caution at lap two sent points leader #51 Jamie Hebner of Fredonia, NY to the pits (unable to return) and left the division wide open for the other contenders. After a crash at lap three, #95 Jon Breads of Westfield, NY took off from the rest of the drivers and moved from second to first in the points standings to become the 2010 Champion of the Jensens Target Collision Compacts division. #34b Brandon Huffman of Corry, PA finished second in the night’s race, #5 Joel Rammelt of Westfield, NY was in third, and #77 Dave McAvoy of Fredonia, NY finished in fourth.


The Bandoleros saw #33 Melissa Brockman of Eden, NY get her first win of the 2010 season and #26 Anthony Riforgiato of Portland, NY become the points champion. Brockman had a strong lead for the entire race and was able to keep it even through three cautions. #3 Jeff Dunfee III of Mantua, OH was the closest behind Brockman, but was in a battle with Riforigiato for the second place spot. Dunfee was able to hold off Riforgiato to keep his second position, as Riforgiato took home third in the night’s race. #69 Brody Wood of Corry, PA finished in fourth, while #81 Michael Walker of McKeesport, PA was the race’s fifth place finisher. 


#21 Lexi Wilson of Hamburg, NY finished off a great run in her rookie season to become the 2010 Points Champion in the Street Stock division. Although she finished the night’s race in third place, it was enough to keep her points lead. #51 Ryan Corso of Atlanta, NY got his first win of the 2010 season after moving into first place at lap eleven following a caution. Wilson and Corso battled for first for several laps, but Corso was able to hold her off to get his win and #11k Dave Krawzyck moved into second, pushing Wilson to third. They were all able to hold on to those positions to finish the race there and #21x Dave Wilson of Hamburg, NY took home fourth. 


After leading for the first five laps, #21 Pat Lyden of Erie, PA spun out and fell to the tail of the pack and putting points leader #39 Jeremy Haudricourt of Bliss, NY into first place. Haudricourt was able to hold on to the lead for just twelve laps before #25 Steve Sunday of Dewittville, NY passed him at lap eighteen. Holding on to first and second place in the points battle, Haudricourt and Sunday fought for first until the end of the race, but Sunday was able to take home the night’s victory. Haudricourt finished the race in second, but finished at the top of the points leader board and was named the 2010 Career Concepts Legends Division Champion. #163 Floyd Kent Jr. of Bemus Point, NY was the third place finisher, and #27 Jake Vernon of Eden, NY finished in fourth. 


The Modifieds ran a clean race as no cautions were called and #77 Dave McAvoy of Fredonia, NY won the race, getting the most wins in his division. #19 Dwayne VanTassel of Knox, PA led for the entire race until McAvoy stole the lead at lap twenty four of the twenty five lap race. #27d Jason Dieter of Hamburg, NY moved into second at the very end and finished the race in that position. VanTassel took home third. Although #17jr James Paul Weisser of Pittsburgh, PA finished in eighth place, he took home the points championship for the 2010 season. 


In the final race of the 2010 season, the Plyler Overhead Door Late Models kept it a close race until the very end, but #56 Rich Skora of Eden, NY took home his third win of the season. #9 Will Thomas of Sharpsville, PA trailed Skora by only inches for the entire race and finished in second place, but first in the points standings. Thomas won the 2010 Championship by just four points. #65 George Skora III of Eden, NY finished the race in third, #47 Scott Wylie of Blasdell, NY was the fourth place finished, and #32 Glenn Gault Jr. of Hubbard, OH finished in fifth.
