Jensens Target Collision Compacts 15 lap race started off racing for the night. The division saw several caution flags before some serious racing began. Jamie Hebner (88) of Fredonia, PA held tight to his early lead landing him 1st place in victory lane. Greg Irish (96) of Brocton, NY  third place winner in last weeks division races made his way from the back of the pack to land in 2nd place. And 3rd place was rounded off by the #43 of Jason Johnson. 

The second race of the night was the Bandoleros division. Jeff Dunfee III (3) from Mantua, OH, and Tyler McArdle(71) of Edinboro, PA fought for the first place position throughout the entire race, even after a spin out in turn three Dufee was right on McArdle's tail. Dunfee took the lead on the last lap and McArdle finished in 2nd place. Melissa Brockman (33) of Eden, NY winner of last weeks Bandoleros divison race held her ground all the way to the finish line to steal 3rd place by a nose, while Darrin Waldron (97) of Stockton, NY finished only inches behind Brockman for 4th place.

The Street Stock Divisions 25 Lap Race began with Rich Miller (71) Sinclairville, NY pulling the lead, but after some bumping in turn two he nearly lost control of his car. Unfortunatley for Miller Lexi Wilson (21) of Hamburg NY, had her sights set on first place, and successfully landed in 1st place in victory lane for the second week in a row. Kaity Kicinski (19) of Hamburg, NY, and Joel Rammelt (28) of Westfield, NY were not far behind the top two cars, and had a battle of their own throughout the race. Miller held tight to is line to grasp 2nd place Rammelt took 3rd place while Kicinski nearly lost the 4th place spot but held to see the checkered flag.

Jeremy Haudricourt (39) of Bliss, NY  held back the number 45 of Carl Vilardo IV of Westfield, NY gaining a lead from the rest of the pack and landing 1st place for the second week in a row. Vilardo was unable to pass Haudricourt for 1st place but successfully held back the rest of the drivers to grab 2nd place. Steve Sunday (25) of Dewittville, NY was neck and neck with the number 1 of Brandon DeBrakeleer from Mill Village, PA  but was able to keep the lead to score 3rd while DeBrakeleer took 4th.

The Modified's Division began with driver introductions and a starting line synchronize engine rev to excite fan for the special the Fast Laps to Cure Cancer, the Jane Graham Memorial Modified 60 lap feature race. Dave McAvoy (77) of Fredonia, NY had a terrific race through all 60 laps holding back Carter Mook (14) of Fairview PA,  to score 1st place. Mook close behind took 2nd.  Randy Culver (24) North East, PA,  broke from the rest of the pack gaining quite a lead  for 4th  place to steal 3rd place. Mike Neubauer (21) of Conneaut OH, winnner of last weeks modified divison feature just barely grapsed 4th place from Eric McCray (32) from Corry, PA who took 5th.


The Last Race of the night was the Plyler Overhead Door Late Models. Sam Fullone (48) Hamburg, NY had a wonderful start grasping a huge lead early into the race and holding it all the way to the finish line to take 1st place and his first win of the season. Scott Wylie (47) of Blasdell, NY took a secure 2nd place win, thanks to his large lead from third place and a close battle in the first few laps of the feature. Will Thomas (9) of Sharpsville, PA, and  Ron Nurmi (2) of Lakeville, NY took 3rd and 4th after fighting neck and neck for the third place position.
