Lake Erie Speedway

(North East, PA – Saturday, August 28, 2010) After raining out last Saturday’s race, Lake Erie Speedway was back in action with five regular divisions racing and the Main Event Outlaw Late Model 100 presented by Carter Lumber.

The first race of the night was a twenty lap Jensens Target Collision Compact Feature that saw the #51 Jamie Hebner of Fredonia, NY get the win and create a very close race for first place in the Compacts division heading into Championship Week. Hebner made a move for the lead at lap three and easily ran away with the win. Current points leader, #95 Jon Breads of Westfield, NY was the closest behind Hebner, but was never able to overcome the lead. Third place belonged to #28 Jay Johnson of Fairview, PA, fourth was #96 Greg Irish of Brocton, NY, and fifth was #77 Dave McAvoy of Fredonia, NY.

In the Bandoleros Feature, #3 Jeff Dunfee III of Mantua, OH got his first win of the 2010 season. Dunfee moved into first at lap four in front of #97 Darrin Waldron of Stockton, NY and kept that position even through three cautions. Current points leader #26 Anthony Riforgiato of Portland, NY was inches behind Dunfee, but was never able to make a move around him. #69 Brody Wood of Corry, PA was shortly behind the top two and finished in third, while Waldron snagged fourth place.

#21x Dave Wilson of Hamburg, NY used a caution flag at lap twenty to his advantage and took home his fourth win of the season. Wilson progressively moved his way through the rest of the pack, until he was able to take over the top spot. He was able to move into second place at lap sixteen after trailing in third for six laps. Following the caution, Wilson took the lead from #19 Kaity Kicinski, also of Hamburg, NY who led from the beginning of the race. Kicinski was able to finish in third, while #11k Dave Krawzycks moved ahead to finish in second. 

In the night’s fourth race, the Career Concepts Legends battled for twenty five laps as #25 Steve Sunday of Dewittville, NY got his second win of the season. Sunday moved into first at lap three and created a bigger gap between himself and the rest of the drivers at lap five. Current points leader #39 Jeremy Haudricourt of Bliss, NY spent most of the race in second place and finished there. #21 Pat Lyden of Erie, PA took over third place at lap seven, but was never able to catch up to Haudricourt and Sunday and finished in that spot. Fourth place went to #98 Brett Coon of Elma, NY.

In a special thirty five lap race, current points leader #17jr JP Weisser of Pittsburgh, PA won the Modifieds feature. Weisser moved into first at lap twelve, while #32 Eric McCray of Corry, PA trailed close behind him. #24 Randy Culver of North East, PA quickly moved into second, as McCray fell to fourth. Culver and #77 Dave McAvoy of Fredonia, NY battled for several laps for second place, but Culver was able to finish there. McAvoy finished right behind Culver in third, McCray finished in fourth, and #21 Mike Neubauer of Conneaut, OH was the fifth place finisher.

In the night’s special event, the Main Event Racing Series visited Lake Erie Speedway for a one hundred lap race presented by Carter Lumber. After the fans had the Main Event Outlaw Late Models start their engines, the race began with immediate back-to-back cautions. #21 Drew Charlson of New Bremen, OH was then able to create a small lead for himself that lasted thirty seven laps. At lap thirty eight, #28 Jimmy Carter of Cleveland, OH and first place in the standings, made a move outside to take over the top spot. Charlson then fell to third place, as #71 Harold Fair Jr. shifted into second. Carter continued to increase his lead as the race went on and Fair kept his position in second place. #4 Scott Baker of Akron, OH took over third and #59 Gary Whipkey of Doylestown, OH took over fourth, pushing Charlson to fifth. Even through three cautions late in the race, Carter was able to hold on to his strong lead and finish in first to expand his points total. Fair finished in second, Baker finished in third, Whipkey in fourth, and #0 Donnie Hill of Columbus, OH was the fifth place finisher.

Next Saturday, September 4th, will be Championship Night as well as the conclusion of the 2010 season. It will also be buck night, as select food and beverage will be only $1! Tickets from the August 21st rain out can be exchanged for this event. Hope to see you at the races!
