After raining out their Opening Night last Saturday, the sun and fans came out to help the Lake Erie Speedway successfully begin their 2010 racing season.

The Plyler Overhead Door Late Models Feature was first to race on Saturday night. During the thirty laps, #24 Dave Rigan started the race out front but quickly fell behind. At Lap 4, #9 Will Thomas of Sharpsville, PA sped out front and never looked back to win the race. #56 Rich Skora, trailed in second for most of the race but was never able to edge out Thomas. #24 Dave Rigan of Clarence Center, NY finished in third, while #91 Greg Hoover and #59 Bryce Scott finished in fourth and fifth respectively. Thomas thanked the crowd in Victory Circle after winning the race.

The second race of the night was the Jensens Target Collision Compacts Feature was a fifteen-lap race that saw Jamie Hefner become a first time winner at Lake Erie Speedway. The race belonged to Hefner for laps five-fifteen, after spending the first four laps in second place. During laps one through four, #34 Brandon Huffman of Corry, PA led the race after starting the race there. Third place went to #95 Jonathan Breads of Westfield, NY and fourth place was car #28 Jay Johnson of Fairview, PA.

The twelve-lap Bandoleros Feature was the third race of the night. This race saw one car out front for the entire twelve laps and that spot belonged to #26 Anthony Riforgiato of Portland, NY. After lap five, Riforgiato completely pulled away from his competition and never looked back after that. #97 Darrin Waldron of Stockyon, NY started the race in third place, but was able to move ahead to second to finish the race there. Third place went to #69 Brody Wood of Corry, PA while fourth place was #33 Melissa Brockman and fifth went to #81 Michael Walker of McKeesport, PA. 

The fourth race of the night was the Street Stocks Feature. The twenty-five lap race saw the father-daughter combo of Dave and Lexi Wilson of Hamburg, NY finish in first and second place. Dave sped in to first place at lap thirteen after taking the lead from #88 Tim Raylan who led laps one through twelve #51 Ryan Corso of Atlanta, NY finished in fourth,  #1 Leslie Bohrer of Harborcreek, PA finished fifth and #71 Rich Miller finish sixth. 

The Career Concepts Legends Feature was the fifth race of the night immediately following a brief intermission. The race was kept close for the entire 25-laps between #39 Jeremy Haudricourt of Bliss, NY and #21 Patrick Lyden of Erie, PA, but Lyden pulled away after a yellow flag that sent #3 Zac Carter off the speedway. Haudricourt was able to lead until lap seventeen when Lyden took over. Third place belonged to #38 Daniel Weaver of Oil City, PA while fourth place went to #21x Brandon Huff.

The sixth race of the night was the twenty-five lap Modifieds Feature race. #24 Randy Culver of North East, PA started the race in fifth but was able to finish the race in first place. The race for second was neck and neck until the end between #77 Dave McAvoy of Fredonia, NY and #32 Eric McCray of Corry, PA. McCray ended the race in second place while McAvoy finished in third. #77jr James-Paul Weisser of Pittsburgh had a fourth place finish.

The seventh and final race of the Speedway’s Opening Night was a second Late Models Feature. After three yellow flags that paused the race, #3 Jeff Brown of Hamburg, NY pulled out front and never left that position for the full thirty laps. #2 Jeff Amsdell of Rocky River, OH trailed in second place but was never able to take the lead from Brown. #65 George Skora III stayed in third place for most of the race, as well as #59 Bryce Scott of Canton, OH in fourth. 

The Lake Erie Speedway will be back in action next Saturday, June 5th with another All Six Divisions Race featuring Lucas Oil Can Am Midget Series and Casey’s Truck Salvage TQ Midgets.
