(North East, PA – Saturday June 19, 2010) Kwik Fill Night at the Races brought in ---- fans and the Bandoleros competed in their Regional Qualifier that featured an extended twenty-lap race.

First to race on the gorgeous Saturday evening was the Jensens Target Collision Compacts. The race was put to a halt almost immediately after #15b Paul Blake’s car was flipped and needed attention at lap one. Shortly after the restart, a caution flag was waved just as #95 Jonathan Breads of Westfield, NY was pulling away from the rest of the Compacts. Following the yellow flag, Breads was able to hold on to his lead to win the race. The battle for second place was up for grabs for most of the race, but #51 Jamie Hebner of Fredonia, NY took home second, while last week’s winner #34b Brandon Huffman of Corry, PA placed third. 

The Bandoleros were the second race of the night. At lap four, #7 Paul Fusko took the lead and finished the race there to win the Bandoleros Regional Qualifier. #26 Anthony Riforgiato of Portland, NY, the current points leader and winner of the last three races, crossed the finish line in second place, #81 Michael Walker of Mckeesport, PA trailed shortly behind in third, and #69 Brody Wood of Corry, PA took the fourth place spot.

In one of the closest finishes the Lake Erie Speedway has ever seen, #71 Rich Miller of Sinclairville, NY edged out #21 Lexi Wilson of Hamburg, NY to get his first win of the 2010 season. Twenty-two hundreds of a second were all that stood between Miller and Wilson. While Miller lead the majority of the race, Wilson made a move to third position at lap fourteen and was able to pull ahead to battle Miller for the lead. Although the two alternated for first position near the end, Miller was able to hold on for the win. #51 Ryan Corso of Atlanta, NY was the Street Stocks third place finisher, #1 Jeff Campbell of Harborcreek, PA placed fourth and #01 Leslie Bohrer, also of Harborcreek, placed fifth.

Tonight’s fourth race featured the Career Concepts Legends in a twenty five-lap race. #39 Jeremy Haudricourt of Bliss, NY won his third consecutive Legends Feature this season. Haudricourt is currently the 2010 points leader with a total of 189. #21L Patrick Lyden of Erie, PA trailed Haudricourt for most of the race, but a crash at lap twenty-three knocked him out of contention. #163 Floyd Kent Jr. of Bemus Point, NY was able to move into second place after the caution and finished the race there. #26 Cody Myers of Jamestown, NY placed third and #81 Jake Hannahs of Cattaragus, NY ended the race in fourth.

 The Modifieds Feature saw #17jr James-Paul Weisser of Pittsburgh, PA take home first place for the first time. Weisser lead most of the race and didn’t lose any momentum after caution flags at lap eleven and twenty three. After gaining a comfortable lead on this competition, no one was able to catch up to Weisser. #32 Eric McCray of Corry, PA and last week’s winner, # 77 Dave McAvoy of Fredonia, NY challenged Weisser, but finished the race in second and third place respectively.


In the final race of the night, #65 George Skora III of Eden, NY took over the race after #24 Dave Rigan of Williamsville, NY spun out of control at lap twenty six. Rigan led from the very beginning and was vying for first place with #91 Greg Hoover of Wattsburg, PA when the caution sent them both to the back. #56 Rich Skora, also of Eden, NY finished the race in second, #9 Will Thomas of Sharpsville, PA completed the race in third.

The Lake Erie Speedway will be back in action on Saturday, July 3rd. All Six Divisions will be racing again, as well as an extraordinary Fireworks Extravaganza presented by Homestead Oak. Hope to see you at the races!
