(North East, PA – Saturday, July 17, 2010) Sun and sand was the stage for a beach-themed event night as Glenn Gault Jr. was crowned this year’s Late Model winner in the Lake Erie 150.

First to race tonight was the Jensens Target Collision Compacts and #95 Jonathan Breads of Westfield, NY took over the lead at lap three and went on to win his second race of the season. Current points leader, #51 Jamie Hebner of Fredonia, NY trailed Breads closely the whole race, but was never able to pass him. Hebner almost fell behind while passing the last place cars, but was able to squeeze through two cars to stay out front with Breads. #34b Brandon Huffman of Corry, PA finished in third, while #96 Greg Irish of Brocton, NY finished the race in fourth.

After being in second for most of the race, four time winner this season, #26 Anthony Riforgiato of Portland, NY crashed with #7 Paul Fusko and fell to the end of the pack of the Bandoleros. This crash gave #81 Michael Walker of McKeesport, PA an easy win as Riforgiato was his competition for most of the race. #69 Brody Wood of Corry, PA moved into second place following the crash and ended the race there and #97 Darrin Waldron of Stockton, NY finished in third.

Although the Wilsons’ didn’t start the race in the top two spots, the father-daughter duo finished there in the Street Stocks Feature. #21 Lexi Wilson of Hamburg, NY got her second win of her rookie season, as #21x Dave Wilson finshed in second. Lexi took the lead from #1 Jeff Campbell of Harborcreek, PA at lap ten and was able to hold on, even through a caution at lap twenty three. Campbell was able to hold on for third, as #51 Ryan Corso of Atlanta, NY finished in fourth.

In the fourth race of the night, the Modifieds race was cut to fourteen laps instead of twenty five after six caution flags were flown in the first twelve laps. #14 Carter Mook of Fairview, PA took the lead at lap five and finished the race in the top spot. #32 Eric McCray of Corry, PA trailed Mook by just feet at the finish line, but wasn’t able to steal first. #22 Ken Moore of Jamestown, NY finished in third, #5c Tim Card of Asheville, NY finished fourth, and #17jr James-Paul Weisser of Pittsburgh, PA ended in fifth respectively.

With a $20,000 purse at stake, the Plyler Overhead Door Late Models put it all on the line for the Lake Erie 150 race. During the first twenty laps, #32 Glenn Gault Jr. of Hubbard, OH led the race by a slight margin, with #91 Greg Hoover of Wattsburg, PA trailing behind. At lap twenty three, Hoover slid into first shortly before a caution was called on the track. Gault took his lead back soon after, and the battle for second place was close as Hoover and #45 Dave Heitzhaus of Strykersville, NY fought for that position. At the halfway point, Gault still had his lead from Heitzhaus and Hoover, as well as #11 Bob Weber of Clarence Center, NY who held the third place spot at the seventy five lap mark. At lap one hundred and one, Gault’s lead continued to grow, as points leader and the two-time Late Model Champion, #9 Will Thomas of Sharpsville, PA moved his way into second and tried to close in on first. As the race came to an end, Gault was able to hold on to the lead he held for most of the race to claim a victory in the Lake Erie 150. #65 George Skora III of Eden, NY finished in second after taking over that spot at lap one hundred and forty. Third place went to Thomas, and fourth went #47 Scott Wylie Jr. of Blassdell, NY. 

After having the night off, the Career Concepts Legends will be back in action with a fifty lap National Qualifier next Saturday. The other five divisions will also be racing, as well as it being Twin State Auto Club Night. Hope to see you at the races!
