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Career Concepts Night at the Races
 

 
It was a fantastic night for racing on July 30th at Lake Erie Speedway for Career Concepts Night at The Races. The night’s special features included a Jensen Target Collision Compact 20 lap race, and the Bandoleros division Regional Qualifier 20 lap feature.
            The Jensens Target Collision Compacts saw another head to head race as the division started off the nights racing with a special 20 lap feature. Coming around turn one the familiar faces of Jeff Breads (94), Dan Bittenger (88), Jason Johnson (43), and Greg Irish (96) began their usual battle for first fighting it out nearly three cars wide. Breads of Westfield, NY and Irish of Brocton, NY quickly had a race of their own, the two who were currently tied for the division points lead, fought it out but Irish was just not able to make to it around the #94 of Breads. The finals standing were Breads in 1st, Irish in 2nd, and Bittenger in 3rd while Johnson who was in 3rd in division points standings finished 4th.
 
                        The Bandoleros Division had a special 20 lap Regional Division Qualifier race, the top two finishers won a chance to compete against the best drivers in the division at the qualifier in Kentucky. Melissa Brockman (33) of Eden, NY started off strong with nearly a straight-aways lead until a caution flag brought the rest of the pack back on her tail. Jeff Dunfee III (3) of Mantua, OH the current division point’s leader was right on Brockmans tail as the checked flag fell. Brockman finished 1st while Dunfee placed 2nd, both landed themselves spots in the regional qualifiers. Darrin Waldon (97) of Stockton, NY and Wesley McCray (32) of Corry, PA both frequent top finishers for the division rounded out the top 4 positions with Waldon in 3rd and  McCray in 4th  place.
 
            The Street Stocks were the next division to make their way around Lake Erie Speedway’s 3/8 mile track. Early in the race it was a three car battle for the lead between Dave Krawaczyk (11k) of West Seneca, NY, Lexi Wilson (21) of Hamburg, PA and Kaity Kicinski (19) also of Hamburg, PA. Krawaczyk and Wilson were nearly side by side as the two passed the finish line. Wislon was able to hold off Krawaczyk grabbing her forth feature win of the season and keeping her in the division points lead for another week in a row. Krawaczyk currently 4th in the divisions points standings and last weeks feature winner took 2nd place, while Kicinski placed 3rd overall.
 
            The Legends divisions’ race started off tight as the top 6 drivers quickly spread out from the rest of the driver, having a six way battle of their own. Brandon DeBrakeleer (1) of Mill Village, PA made his way out front, but his lead was fort lived, as the number #39 of Jeremy Haudricourt of Bliss, NY made a successful pass after a caution flag in lap 15. Carl Vilardo IV (45) of Westfield, NY fought to make his way around DeBrakeleer as well and just laps before the checkered flag he went for the pass. Haudricourt finished in 1st place while Vilardo finished 2nd and DeBrakeleer hung on to 3rd place to round out the top three positions.
 
            The Modifieds Division took the track with an introduction wave lap just as the sun was setting. Terry Ackerly (1) of North East, PA took off as soon as the green flag waved, with a strong start he took the lead in lap one followed by Carter Mook (14), Eric McCray (32), and Dave MvAvoy (77) as the four separated from the rest of the drivers. Mook of Fairview, PA wasted no time making his way to the front of the pack with Akerly, McCray, and McAvoy right on his bumper. The four car shoot out was even more intense after a caution flag with only 3 laps left to go. Mook able to hold on to his lead took 1st place for the division, his second feature win of the season.  McAvoy of Hamburg, PA the current division’s point’s leader made a final lap pass landing him a second place win, while Akerly of North East, PA placed 3rd and McCray of Corry, PA placed 4th.
 
            The final race of the night belonged to the Plyler Overhead Door Late Models Feature. Greg Hoover (91) of Wattsburg, PA pulled an early lead and broke free from the rest of the drivers but unfortunately for him it was short lived as George Skora III had his sights set on victory lane. Skora (65) of Eden, NY was right on the back bumper of Hoover before he made a pass on the outside in lap 14 to take over first place. Glenn Gault Jr. (32) of Hubbard, OH made a pass in lap 18 pushing him into second place as Lexi Wilson (21) of Hamburg, PA followed his lead making a pass of her own into third place. Skora landed himself his second feature win of the season, while Gault currently first in the division points standing finished 2nd. Wilson able to hold off the number #48 of Sam Fullone, the current division points leader, to place 3rd overall while Fullone finished in 4th place.
