(North East, PA – Saturday, August 14, 2010) Coca-Cola Night at the Races was an evening of first time winners as Dan Weaver got his first winner ever at Lake Erie Speedway in the Career Concepts Legends Feature and Michael Walker got his first win this season in the Bandoleros Feature.

The first race of the night featured the final sixteen laps of the Modifieds Make up. Starting at lap nine, #9 Larry Occhibone of North East, PA began the race out in the first position, #19 Dwayne VanTassel of Knox, PA in second, and #24 Randy Culver of North East, PA according to how the last race ended. Culver was able to move ahead to first right away and held his lead until #32 Eric McCray of Corry, PA took it from him at lap sixteen. McCray continued to create a bigger gap between him and his competitors and was able to get his first win this season. His win makes him the seventh Modifieds winner this season, as there has been a different winner each week. #17jr J.P. Weisser of Pittsburgh, PA finished in second, #21 Mike Neubauer of Conneaut, OH was in third, and Culver finished in fourth.

In the Jensens Target Collision Compacts Feature, #95 Jon Breads of Westfield, NY was able to hold of current points leader, #51 Jamie Hebner of Fredonia, NY to get his fourth win of the 2010 season. Although Hebner lead for two laps, Breads was able to pull ahead around turn two of lap six to secure his win. Hebner finished the race in second, #96 Greg Irish of Brocton, NY started and finished the Compacts Feature in third place, and #34b Brandon Huffman of Corry, PA ended in fourth. 


The Bandoleros Feature saw only one car in the first place position from beginning to end of the race as #81 Michael Walker of McKeesport, PA took home his first win this season. Currently in third place in the points standings, Walker was far out front almost immediately and no one was able to catch up to take over the lead. #97 Darrin Waldron of Stockton, NY finished behind Walker in second, #3 Jeff Dunfee III of Mantua, OH was the Bandoleros third place finisher, and #33 Melissa Brockman of Eden, NY finished fourth respectively.


The Street Stock had a Wilson in Victory Lane again, this time it was #21x Dave Wilson of Hamburg, NY. Wilson trailed in second behind #51 Ryan Corso of Atlanta, NY for the first ten laps of the twenty five lap feature. At lap thirteen, Wilson was able to move ahead of Corso to win the race. #21 Lexi Wilson trailed in fifth for a portion of the race, but a surge near the end landed her right behind her father in second place. #20 John Denny of Harborcreek, PA finished nearly behind Wilson in third, and #1 Jeff Campbell also of Harborcreek, PA was the fourth place finisher.


The Career Concepts Legends had several pauses throughout their race as several cautions were called, as well as a five car crash at lap seventeen. In the end though, #38w Dan Weaver of Oil City, PA got his first win ever at Lake Erie Speedway. Weaver kept his momentum going through all the cautions and led from the very beginning. #3 Zac Carter of Hiram, OH and #98 Brett Coon of Elma, NY battled for second place at the end of the race, but Carter was able to edge him out to take it. Fourth place belonged to #81 Jake Hannahs of Cattaragus, NY, and fifth went to #4 Brett Sager of Derby, NY.


The Plyler Overhead Door Late Models was a battle for second place as #91 Greg Hoover of Wattsburg, PA took home his third win this season. Currently in fifth place in the points standings, Hoover was the race’s early leader. Four cars were in a cluster fighting over second place, but #56 Rich Skora of Eden, NY was able to get slightly ahead of the others to claim that position. #9 Will Thomas of Sharpsville, PA took home third place, and #2w Dave Whittaker finished in fourth.


In the night’s final race, the Modifieds were back to race for the second time. #71 Eric Hadley led for the first fifteen laps of the race, until a caution just before lap sixteen gave #24 Randy Culver of North East, PA a chance to take over. Just minutes later, another caution was called, but Culver was able to take advantage and took off from the pack immediately after the green flag was waved again. Culver kept his lead until the end of the twenty five lap race to win the race. Winner of the night’s earlier Modifieds race #32 Eric McCray of Corry, PA was able to take home second, while #71 Eric Hadley of Fredonia, NY finished in third.
